     DCII Repository User Extensions

The approval of SCR 31 resulted in the following user extensions being implemented in the DCII Designer 6.0 Repository on August 1998:

· Long Name – This is the fully spelled out name of the element.  Its purpose is to unambiguously state the name of the element.  To conform to DoD naming standards, entity long names will be in all caps and the words will be separated by hyphens while the attribute long name will include the entity long name followed by the attribute name in initial caps and no hyphens.  (eg.  Entity:      GENERAL-LEDGER-DETAIL 

                                   Attribute:  GENERAL-LEDGER-DETAIL Transaction Identifier)

· DDDS Access Name - This is the short name assigned only to elements registered in the DoD Data Dictionary System (DDDS).  This is not the same as the Oracle name or short name. The purpose of the property is to maintain a connection between DFAS standard data and the larger body of DoD standard data. It is generally of no relevance to DCII developers. This property will be populated by HQ/SD. If no DDDS Access Name has been assigned, the word “None” will be entered.

· DDDS Counter ID - This is the sequential identifier assigned only to elements registered in the DoD Data Dictionary System (DDDS).  The Counter ID can be used to query the element in DDDS. The purpose of the property is to maintain a connection between DFAS standard data and the larger body of DoD standard data. It is generally of no relevance to DCII developers. This property will be populated by HQ/SD. If no DDDS Counter ID has been assigned, the words “Non-DDDS” will be entered.

· DDDS Sample Data - This property captures examples of domain values associated with code attributes registered in DDDS in developmental status.  The purpose of this property is to include enough values to explain the meaning of the attribute, without the necessity of defining the entire set of values.  This property is populated by HQ/SD and is restricted to the ENT_ARCH application.

· BACC Component - This property identifies the Budget and Accounting Classification Code (BACC), also known as Standard Fiscal Code, that is supported by the element, if applicable.   (eg. “BACC Elements F1 and F2” could be BACC Component of OBJ CLS

             “BACC Element A4” could be BACC Component of BASIC SYMBOL Assigned Identifier)

The approval of additional user extensions on June 2000 resulted in these new properties: 

· User Long Name - This is the full business name for the attribute when is generated into a physical table column.  This should be a common business name that will be used in reports, and is generally not the same as the attribute name. The name may be changed during design. 

(eg.  “General Ledger Account Number” could be the User Long Name of 

         GENERAL-LEDGER-ACCOUNT Code)

· User Short Name - This is an abbreviation for the User Long Name, and serves as a candidate column prompt name to be assigned in the server model.  This name should make use of generally accepted abbreviations and is not limited to the standard DFAS abbreviations used in entity and attribute names.

(eg.  “GL Acct No” could be the User Short Name of GENERAL-LEDGER-ACCOUNT Code)

· Element Steward - This is the organization within DFAS, usually an application development project team, which is responsible for the element.  Duties include final approval authority on changes to and uses of the element and assurance that the element is not duplicated.  For physical elements, duties also include controlling access to the element.  Determining appropriate methods for loading data and controlling insertion of new data are additional responsibilities of a table steward.
