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Definition of terms.

SCR/SCR AMENDENT NUMBER- Unique number assigned by system of record.

RANK/PRIORITY- Number that is given by the customer and is used to delineate importance an order to be worked and placed into release.  

REL NUMBER- Unique number assigned to a release.

PTR NUMBER- Unique number of the Program Trouble Report (PTR) that was converted to this SCR.

DATE RECEIVED- Date the SCR is received into system of record or converted from a PTR.

POINT OF CONTACT- Full name of person to be contacted for questions concerning this SCR.

ACTIVITY CODE- Unique code or number to identify the user reporting the SCR.

TOTAL AMENDMENTS- Total number of amendments that have been generated for this SCR to date.

SCR TITLE- Actual title of this SCR.

Narrative- Actual text defining the appropriate Section.  The text is written in accordance with the appropriate Standard, annotated by the standard number. This definition applies to all sections of the SCR.

Corrections Required- Textual modifications needed to the requirement.

Disposition: (Accept/Reject)- Decision to accept or reject to SCR based on the stated requirement.

Date Disposition-  Date SCR was accepted or rejected.

Date Accepted by Technical Design- Date the technical designer accepted the SCR.  This becomes the baseline date for functional analysis and if the SCR is returned for functional analysts to update the Functional Analysis section of  SCR, it is considered rework.  

Date Accepted by Development- Date the developer accepted the SCR.  This becomes the baseline date for technical design and if the SCR is returned for technical designers to update the Technical Design section of  SCR, it is considered rework.  

CONFIGURATION CHANGE ORDERS- Identifies the detailed change to be made to the configuration item due to this SCR and authorizes the change to take place.  This provides requirements traceability of the change to the AIS.  

CI- A configuration item in the system of record.  Consists of a two character CI type code and unique alphanumeric name of the CI.

ASSIGNED TO- Name of person responsible for making required changes to the CCO.

CODE- Group or branch of person responsible.

START- Date entered into system of record to represent when work actually started on CI.

END- Date entered into system of record to represent when work actually ended on CI.

SOC- The size of change to the CI due to the SCR.  This represents a repeatable estimating process to derive the effort required to work on the CI.
