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SOFTWARE ARCHITECTURE DESCRIPTION

1.  Purpose.  This document records the software architecture and identifies the software components designed for the system.  It is the basis for detailed design, coding, and integration testing.  
2.  Scope.  This section identifies the release or version of the system being designed.  Each iteration of the software architecture design document describes and identifies the software components to be added or changed in a release.  As a system evolves incrementally, each release's software architecture description is baselined and retained as documentation of the design at each release point.

3  System Overview and Identification.  The system overview includes an updated description of the software architecture as it will stand after the release for which this document is updated.  This is a summary of the software design to date.  This section should include or reference a graphic representation of the software architecture to date identifying software components being added in the release.  This representation of the software architecture should depict the flow of data from files and databases through processes to databases back to processes and to output reports and interfaces.  Data entry, update, and query screens should be identified in this architecture representation. 

4.  Software Item Architectural Design. Identify and describe all software architecture components included in a release.

     4.1.  Software Architectural Item General Description.   Provide a brief description of the software component and its purpose.

     4.2.  Reusability.  Identify applications that will share the design component and the application responsible for its design and maintenance.

     4.3.  Identification of Software Requirements Allocated to Each Software Component.  Document the traceability of software requirements to software architecture components and vice versa.

     4.4.  Software Component Concept of Execution.  Describe the initiation, execution, and controls which will determine the executability of the software component.

     4.5.  Resource Limitations.  Document hardware, support software, and communications requirements.  Document any capacity and performance requirements related to this component.
5.  Change History.  Describe the steps required to modify the description to include version number methodology.  Include pertinent history.
