16.  Identified Configuration Items (CIs).  List of potential or actual CIs impacted.
17.  TDR Details.  Provide written description of defect found during testing process.
18.  TDR Resolution Details.  Provide written description of resolution for defect, including impacting of CI (rework) or writing an amendment to system of record.
