
TEST SCENARIO TEMPLATE INSTRUCTIONS

Scenario development is based on a methodology of system testing that allows a function to be performed by executing in a predetermined sequence a set of Test Cases (TCs).  Test cases are documented within the Test Scripts.  The purpose of scenario development is to ensure all requirements identified in the Operational Requirements Document are tested.  The development of scenarios is to improve the effectiveness of the testing process.

Each scenario developed will be viewed as a single thread of the accompanying Flowcharts.  The flowcharts will identify and graphically display the flow of the functional process.  Only TCs that must be executed to maintain the start to finish thread flow will be included in the scenario.  

This template may be used as a guideline in creating scenarios.  The purpose of this template is to develop consistency in the look of scenarios while ensuring that test requirements are met.  Please follow these general guidelines when creating or editing scenarios.

Instructions for generating Scenarios

· The Test Scenario# A number assigned by the agency administering the test.  This is used to track the Scenario for reporting purposes.  

· The DATE indicates the creation date for the scenario.

· QA Name block contains the name of the Subject Matter Expert (SME) responsible for this scenario.

· The Release # indicates the current release being tested as directed by the PMO.

· The Test Application is the name of the application being tested.

· The SCENARIO Name is assigned by the SME writing the Scenario procedure (a unique name identifying the Scenario process thread).

· The SCENARIO ID will be a specific functional area identified by the SME.  
· The Module Short Name identifies the short name of the module after ADT.

· The Module Name is the name of the module after ADT.

· Test SCENARIO / Requirement Descriptions identifies prerequisites needed to perform the Scenario.  (Roles required, access permissions, data sets from Appendix XX for input data, etc).  Prerequisites should be as detailed and accurate as possible to ensure adequate preparatory information is given to the tester prior to performing the Scenario.

· SCENARIO PROCEDURE 

· List the Scenario steps and the Test Cases (TCs) to be executed for that step.   Note that each Scenario step may have zero to many TCs to be executed. 

· Each TC listed is to be executed in the sequence given. 

· The Comments block is provided for Scenario step notes. 

· Date of last edit: (format MMDDYYYY) – Insert the last date when the Scenario procedure was modified. 

· SCENARIO CONTROL / RESULTS  - This allows the scenario to be controlled and tracked for each execution of the scenario.  This tracks the scenario NOT the test cases assigned to the scenario. 
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
